For
the farmersin this area, a world market was available to ship their grain,
limestone andother commodities The Chicago Board of Trade was
established in 1848 to regulate the priokthosegoods, a job it still does

today.



A bit of history

Families with the names of Royce, Boardman, FreemMéralon BarberPaxsonand
Strong moved into the area. Their first encounter with the Wilderness came in 1831,
the winter of "The Deep Snow." Four feet of snow lay on the ground from November
through March making life in the solitary log cabin cramped and crowded. In 1832,
Chief Black Hawk and his warriors came through the township on the warpath. The
army under the direction of General Winfield Scott joined with the local militia
headed by Captains JoiNaperand Harry Boardman to chase the Fox and Sac Indians
north into Wisconsin.

Within ten years, prairie land was plowed into farmland for raising grain. Cattle and
sheep were bred for meat and wool. Log cabins became large farmhouses and the
families established schools, churches, a cheese factory, a saw mill, and a cemetery.
The First Presbyterian ChurchmfiPagelownship, located on Weber Road, was
chartered in 1833 one week after First Presbyterian Church of Chicago. It is the secor
oldest Protestant church in northern Illinois. The church is located on its original
property, but holds services in its third building on the site. A history room contains
many of the stories of early life DuPagelownship.



A bit of history

Boardman Cemetery, located &taxsorRd. in the Heritage Creek Subdivision north of
Royce Rd., lay in ruin until 1972. Lois Michel andBinglewho lived in the area, were
instrumental in transferring the land from the county BuPagelownship. Restoration

of the cemetery took place during our Nation's Bicentennial celebration under directior
of JudyBredewegq Bolingbrook Historical Society president and Bicentennial Chairman.
A final resting place for our pioneers and veterans, the cemetery is open for tours on

Memorial Day, Halloween, or by appointment.
